Hello there. Ruth here. I wonder if anybody in Moors Edge knits? The situation in Ukraine is still deteriorating - more displacement v shelters being set up. Shelters for the elderly, for autistic children. For the disabled then orphanages brutal places with facilities for 350 at a time. There is growing need for blankets made from eighty knitted squares each square six inches across. We need camouflage blankets for the guys in the front line using three colours only :- black, very DK green & very DK brown. Then children need the warmth & security a blanket needs. We pack up a child’s blanket with a knitted teddy or suchlike. There is a big storage unit on my drive (black lid) box inside for granny squares. Please leave your name & mobile number with any granny squares you can donate. PUMA have a target:/ to produce 100 000 granny squares in 2025!
I feel sure we will smash it! Please help. A million thanks.
Using needles size 7/ metric 4.5 And double knitting wool, cast on 32 stitches. Knit garter stitch for 40 rows.   Cast off.
Those children do not deserve to be traumatised. Can we at least offer a warm blanket?
